Complete four math courses from those approved for the upper-division program of the BS in 
Mathematical Sciences. MAP 2302 and MAS 3105 may be included among these four courses. A grade 
of "C" or higher is necessary for all courses in the minor. 

Courses completed elsewhere may be applied to the mathematics minor, with the approval of the 
department. However, at least 2 of the 4 courses noted above, excluding MAC 2311-2-3, must be 
completed at FIU.
